Mountain Home School district is the largest in the Twin Lakes area with enrollment at           
approximately 4,000 students (K-12) and 290 certified teachers at six campuses based on grade 
level. The district offers gifted programs, federal assistance programs, special education, and 
Head Start. Examples of specific highly rated programs are: Odyssey of the Mind, FIRST (For 
Inspiration and Recognition of Science and Technology) Robotics and LEGO League, Navy   
Junior Reserve Officer Training Corps (NJROTC), Mountain Home High School Band (has won 
over 1,000 awards during the past 20 years), Advance Placement Program, ASUMH Concurrent 
Credit classes, agriculture programs, numerous athletic programs, and three academies. The  
academies are “small learning communities that provide students with an understanding of how 
knowledge in specific academic areas can be applied in the real world.” The school also sponsors 
high school foreign language club-sponsored trips and foreign exchange students, a variety of 
clubs and activities.  

Mountain Home is one of only 18 districts in the state (out of 254) tabbed as offering a “rich   
curriculum” by the Department of Education.  The high school offers six Advanced Placement 
classes, three foreign languages, medical professions education, A+ certification and Cisco   
Academy I and II, and 12 courses students may take for credit at Arkansas State University 
Mountain Home. The elementary and middle school programs are bountiful, as well, and include 
Accelerated Math and Accelerated Reader, Renaissance Learning, Early Literacy Learning in 
Arkansas (ELLA) strategies, Effective Literacy strategies and Math Their Way among others.
